In 1874 King Lunalilo was buried
on the grounds of the church, the only Hawaiian sovereign
besides Kamehameha I not buried in the Royal Mausoleum in
Nu‘uanu Valley. He gave his estates for the care of the kiipuna

of Hawai‘i.
