SCRIPTURE READING IN THE ENGLISH LANGUAGE
WiLLIAM HA‘OLE III, LEADER w/CONGREGATION
JEREMIAH 31:31-34; LUKE 22:7-20

BILL: **The time is coming,” declares the Lord, “When | will make a new covenant
with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah.

RESPONSE: *It will not be like the covenant | made with their forefathers when I took
them by the hand to lead them out of Egypt, because they broke my covenant, though |
was a husband to them,” declares the Lord.

BILL: **“This is the covenant | will make with the house of Israel after that time,”
declares the Lord. “I will put my law in their minds and write it on their hearts. | will be
their God, and they will be my people.

RESPONSE: **No longer will a man teach his neighbor, or a man his brother, saying,
‘Know the Lord,” because they will all know me, from the least of them to the greatest,”
declares the Lord. “For | will forgive their wickedness and will remember their sins no more.”
BILL: 'Then came the day of Unleavened Bread on which the Passover lamb had to be
sacrificed. ®Jesus sent Peter and John, saying, “Go and make preparations for us to eat
the Passover.”

RESPONSE: *And he took bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to them, saying,
“This is my body given for you; do this in remembrance of me.” ®In the same way, after
the supper he took the cup, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in my blood, which is
poured out for you.
